DAILY PERFORMANCE TASKS

· On time

Explanation of each item for one point per task: 

Present:  You get one point for just showing up to class.  Your presence in class is important to me, Quest Academy, the State Office of Education, your parents, and you!  Research shows that there is a positive correlation between attendance and grades. When you are here, your chances of getting better grades go up!

On Time:  I also want you to be here on time every day.  In order to be considered “on time,” you must be in your seat by the time the tardy bell rings and be working on the initial assignment within one minute from when the bell rings.  This allows you and others to accomplish the tasks of the day.

Prepared with all daily materials:  Make your life easier by being prepared with all of the following materials by the time class starts:  your binder, any necessary assignments, paper, a pencil or pen, a red pen or pencil, a personal reading book, and the assigned reading book (if applicable).

Staying the whole class period:  This is the other part of being present and on time.  Anytime you leave class you risk missing important information and/or making the rest of the class wait for you.  For this reason, in order to earn this point you must not leave the classroom in order to retrieve something from your locker, go to the bathroom, etc.  I also don’t want you to leave class early or get sent out of class for behavior issues. 

On task:  The other part of earning good grades is doing the assigned daily work.  This may be note taking, independently working on assignments, writing, participating in discussions, etc. 

Appropriate Behavior:  Please refer to the class disclosure and classroom procedures.  You must do all that you are capable of doing and allow others to accomplish the same.  In order to earn this point, you must raise your hand and wait to be called on before speaking, not disrupt class, not talk out of turn or context, etc.

Uniform Completeness:  It takes courage and self-discipline to honor the charter contract of our school.  You will receive a point for wearing your complete uniform all day.  

[bookmark: _GoBack](4th Period Only—End-of-Day Procedure):  In order to maintain efficiency during dismissal, students are to remain in their seats until the teacher tells them to get ready to leave.  Getting ready to leave includes cleaning up around your table and following other directions the teacher gives.  After being told to line up by the door quietly, the teacher will usually walk you out.  The class will not be dismissed until it is quiet.
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
