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1. A simile is a comparison that includes the word like or as.
2. A metaphor is a comparison that does NOT include the word like or as.
3. Personification is the act of giving human qualities to animals or inanimate objects.
4. Hyperbole is extreme exaggeration used to make a point.
5. Onomatopoeia is the use of a word whose sound suggests its meaning.
6. An idiom is an expression whose meaning is different from the meaning of its individual words.
7. Alliteration is the repetition of a consonant sound at the beginning of words.
8. An understatement is a statement that is weakened in order to convey a stronger meaning.
9. A symbol is an object that represents an idea.
10. A cliché is an overused or predictable expression.
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
