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Lastly, add the partial products to find the product: 124 3 25 5 620 1 2,480 5 3,100.

Partial products are the basis of the standard algorithm for multiplying multi-digit  
numbers. An algorithm is a set of routine steps used to solve problems. 

Your child is learning  
how to record the  
steps of the standard  
algorithm in a condensed  
format, with regrouping  
shown above the problem.

Notice how the partial products  
appear as steps in the  
standard algorithm.

Another way your child is learning to multiply is with an area model, which gives a 
visual representation of the multiplication.
